How to get to Abingdon

Mostly Books is located at 36 Stert Street, Abingdon, OX14 3JP. Abingdon is south of Oxford, and the nearest main trunk route is the A34. Here is a brief guide on how to get to Abingdon, and where to stay.

By Rail

Abingdon is not on the rail network, but there are very good rail links to nearby Oxford and Didcot (both from London Paddington). As the course will be on a Sunday, the fastest train to Didcot on a Sunday morning is the 08.03 which arrives at Didcot Parkway at 08.58 or Oxford at 09.30.

By Bus

Oxford is served by National Express coaches. For timetable, visit http://www.nationalexpress.com/ or phone 08705 80 80 80
Bus Connections from Oxford or Didcot

Abingdon is served by two major bus operators, Oxford Bus Company (www.oxfordbus.co.uk) and Stagecoach Oxford (www.stagecoachbus.com/oxfordshire/), who provide frequent buses to and from Oxford. There are regular services to the railway stations at Oxford, Didcot and Radley. A less frequent service by Chiltern Buses serves Wallingford.

From Oxford, you will need to get:

· X3 or X4 (Oxford Bus Company) to Abingdon from stop R3 at Oxford railway station every 30 minutes (at 00 and 30 minutes past the hour). Journey time takes about 25 minutes. First bus on a Sunday is 8.10am

· 31, 34 or 35 buses (Stagecoach) from High Street (stop J4) or St Aldate’s stop H2 or H4 to Abingdon Stratton Way stop A4. First bus on a Sunday is the 35B at 08.23 (journey time 35 minutes). Alternatively, the 31 goes at 09.10 and takes about 20 minutes.

From Didcot, you will need to get:

· 35B bus from Didcot Parkway to Abingdon (Stratton Way A3). The first bus on a Sunday is 09.25 and journey time is approximately 30 minutes.
By Car

From the M4 and south of Abingdon

Exit the motorway at junction 13 and take the A34 northbound (signposted Oxford). Leave the A34 at the Abingdon turning and follow the signs for Abingdon. Follow the route detailed on the map below of Abingdon town centre. 

From the M40, Oxford and North of Abingdon

Take the A34 southbound towards Newbury. Exit the A34 at the turning for Abingdon North and follow the signs for Abingdon. Follow the route detailed on the map below of Abingdon town centre.

Where to park in Abingdon

Mostly Books is about 50 yards away from the central multistory car park. However, on a Sunday, we recommend parking in the District Council Car Park, near Waitrose, in Abbey Close (marked with a ‘p’ on the map above).
